Required prepharmacy courses:

2 semesters English composition (6 credit hours)

1 semester animal biology, with lab (4-5 credit hours)

1 semester principles of microbiology, with lab (4-5 credit hours)

1 semester calculus I (at least 4 credit hours - (students not prepared to take calculus may take college algebra and elementary calculus with applications for 6 hours.

1 semester human anatomy or physiology (3 credit hours)

2 semesters general chemistry, with lab (8-10 credit hours)

2 semesters organic chemistry, with labs (8-10 credit hours)

2 semesters algebra-based physics (at least 8 credit hours)

1 semester principles of microeconomics (3 credit hours)

1 semester 200-level statistics (3 credit hours)

NOTE: University Studies Program courses no longer are required but strongly are recommended. Courses include:

1 semester social studies (general psychology) (3 credit hours)

2 semesters humanities (6 credit hours)

1 semester of a cross-cultural course (3 credit hours) that studies a culture different than U.S. culture

1 semester of communications (basic public speaking or interpersonal communications)
